1st: People sometimes believe that you don’t really have a proper holiday, unless you spend it in another country. Although you can profit from visiting new countries, there are also some negative aspects to consider.
First of all, if you don’t speak the language, you may find that people are not always friendly towards you. Of course trips abroad cost a lot as well. If you try to travel on the cheap, you will find yourself in difficult or dangerous situations.
The benefits of travelling are very varied. If you travel abroad, you can experience new cultures and have a complete break from your normal life. You will also see a lot of famous and unusual places and these will provide you with wonderful memories later.
2nd: If you could spend a day anywhere in the world you wanted to, where would you choose to go and what would you do there? 
If I had just one day I would go to New York. I’d go up the Empire State Building, and I would take the ferry to Coney Island, and I would go on the funfair. Finally, I think I would probably go to a show, and get a very expensive ticket and get the best seat- and then I would fly home. 
3rd: The tourists reported missing have been found. This is what they said:

Luckily, a cruise liner spotted us, otherwise we would still be there.

· 1st: If +SIMPLE PRESENT------SIMPLE FUTURE or modal verbs(can,must) Εκφράζει κάτι πιθανό να γίνει στο παρόν ή στο μέλλον.
· eg. If it snows, we can go on an excursion,   
       or imperative(προστακτική) eg. If you are thirsty, drink some water.                                       or SIMPLE PRESENT (γενική αλήθεια) eg. If you put water in the freezer, it turns into ice.
       Unless we remain calm (if we don’t remain calm), we won’t be able to help people in need. (in case of an emergency) UNLESS=IF NOT (only in the 1st conditional)
· 2nd: If + SIMPLE PAST---------would + infinitive  (unreal past)Εκφράζει κάτι φανταστικό ή μια υπόθεση
 eg. If she had the experience, she would get the job.
       NOTE: we can use were instead of was. eg. If I were you I wouldn't talk to her
· 3rd: If +PAST PERFECT--------would(could,might) have +past participle(done) Εκφράζει κάτι που δεν πραγματοποιήθηκε στο παρελθόν      
eg. If he had woken up early, he wouldn’t have been late for the interview.

NOTE: We can use provided, providing, as long as instead of if
